· Pellets – because the birds eat the whole feed rather than picking out parts.

Describe two natural behaviors chickens use to find food:
· Scratching in the dirt
· Browsing for insects, grasses, or seeds
Why is clean water so important for chickens?
· Chickens need water for digestion and nutrient absorption; without it, feed intake drops, limiting growth and egg production.
· Water intake is the number 1 limiter of feed intake beyond body weight

What happens to white meat yield if lysine levels are too low in feed?
· White meat yield may decrease if lysine levels are too low in the ration.
· Lysine is critical for muscle development


What is the relationship between nutrition and growth rate?
Better nutrition (especially early protein and energy levels) supports faster and larger growth in broilers. Higher feed quality improves skeletal and muscle development, allowing birds to reach larger weights at younger ages.
